Concept of Support 
for Left Behind Equipment (LBE)

1. References:

2.  Purpose:  This Maintenance Bulletin is to define policy and procedures for the support of surface equipment that is Left Behind (remaining in state) during the deployment of the owning unit.
3.  Army Material Status System (AMSS) reporting – All LBE will be moved from the deployed UIC to the rear using the equipment transfer process in the SAMS-1E system.  Readiness reporting will then be processed as normal and submitted through channels using the File Transfer Protocol (FTP) process from the supporting FMS. Upon redeployment equipment will be reconfigured in the SAMS 1E reflecting the pre-deployment UIC.  Unit/FMS maintenance personnel must validate the property book and SAMS1E data base throughout the mobilization process to ensure accurate AMSS reporting.
4. AOAP – Army Oil Analysis Program (AOAP) currently is only applicable for Combat Vehicles.  Prior to deployment all units must coordinate with the supporting FMS and ensure that AOAP samples are submitted IAW all references in paragraph 1 above.  Oil Change intervals on tactical vehicles will continue to follow the prescribed lube order for the subject item.
5.  Exercising Equipment – Tactical Equipment, at a minimum, will have Preventative Maintenance Checks and Services (PMCS) performed and systems operated until normal operating temperature is obtained each IDT period.  Tactical equipment will be driven at a minimum of twenty five (25) miles quarterly.  Combat Vehicles (Track) will be started monthly and operators will ensure that all systems reach operating temperature. 
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Equipment with hydraulic systems such as tanks, dozers, etc will have systems powered up and exercised in place. Generators and other power driven equipment will be started and operated until systems reach the normal operating temperature.  All PMCS, scheduled services and exercising of equipment will be annotated (by bumper number) on the units training schedule.    
6.  Scheduled Services – Scheduled services will be performed prior to the unit’s deployment and all lube order requirements strictly adhered to.  FMS personnel will ensure that any scheduled service that 80% of the time has expired must be completed prior to the owning units deployment date.  During mobilization, semi annual and annual services will be combined and performed during the scheduled annual service.   
7.  Consolidation of Equipment – Track vehicles will be consolidated in the three following locations; Unit Training and Equipment Sites (UTES) 1, UTES 2 and at Volunteer Training Site. JFHQ-TN-J4 will coordinate with owning MACOM on the consolidation plan and provide maintenance personnel to conduct routine maintenance at the specified locations. Upon return from deployment owning MACOM will provide to JFHQ-TN-J4 a redistribution plan for all consolidated equipment.   
8.  RESET of LBE will be conducted as outlined in Maintenance Bulletin 08-11.
